2. House: a building for people to live in, usually for one family (6yannox)
They bought a new house near the park.

3. Car: aroad vehicle with an engine, four wheels, and seats for a small number of people
(aBTOMOO1JTB)
Her car broke down on the way to work.

4. Book: a set of written or printed pages bound together (kxura)
| borrowed a book from the library.

5. School: a place where children go to be educated (wkosna)
The children walked to school every morning.

6. Work: tasks or duties done as part of a job (po6oTta)
She has a lot of work to finish today.

7. Food: things that people and animals eat to stay alive (ixa)
The restaurant serves delicious food.

8. Water: a clear liquid that people, animals, and plants need to live (Bozaa)
Don’t forget to drink enough water during the day.

9. Friend: a person you like and enjoy being with (apyr)
He is my best friend since childhood.

10. Family: a group of people who are related to each other (cim’s)
She spends weekends with her family.

11. Time: the ongoing progression of events (4ac)
I don’t have enough time to finish this project.

12. Day: a 24-hour period or the time between sunrise and sunset (ieHb)
It was a sunny day at the beach.

13. Night: the time between sunset and sunrise when it is dark (uiu)
I couldn’t sleep last night.

14. City: a large town with many buildings and people (micTo)
Kyiv is the capital city of Ukraine.

15. Country: a nation with its own government and territory (kpaina)
She traveled to a foreign country for vacation.

16. Language: the system of words used by a community to communicate (MoBa)
English is the most widely spoken language in the world.

17. Music: sounds made in a way that is pleasant or interesting to listen to (My3uKa)
He listens to music while studying.



18. Love: a strong feeling of deep affection for someone or something (koxaHHs, 11000B)
They fell in love at university.

19. Story: a description of events, either real or imaginary (icTopisi, po3moBiib)
The teacher read a story to the children.

20. World: the earth and all the people, places, and things on it (cBiT)
We need to take care of our world for future generations.

21. Man: an adult male human (4omnoBik)
The man helped the child cross the street.

22. Woman: an adult female human (>xiaka)
The woman is a famous writer.

23. Child: a young person between infancy and adulthood (auTuna)
The child is learning to read.

24. Boy: a male child (xmomuuk)
The boy plays football in the park.

25. Girl: a female child (miBunnka)
The girl is painting a picture.

26. Father: a male parent (6aTbk0)
Her father works as a doctor.

27. Mother: a female parent (MaTn)
My mother makes delicious cakes.

28. Brother: a male sibling (6par)
Her brother is older than her.

29. Sister: a female sibling (cectpa)
| have one sister and two brothers.

30. Teacher: a person who helps others to learn (BunTesns)
The teacher explained the lesson clearly.

31. Student: a person who is studying at a school or college (cTyneHT, y4eHb)
The student asked a good question.

32. Friendship: the relationship between friends (apy»x6a)
Their friendship has lasted for many years.

33. Job: regular work that a person does for money (po6oTa, mocanaa)
She found a new job in the city.

34. Money: coins and banknotes used to buy things (rporui)
He saved money to buy a new phone.

35. Bank: a place where people keep and borrow money (0aHk)
| need to go to the bank today.



36. Shop: a place where goods are sold (mara3un)
They opened a new shop on our street.

37. Market: a place where people buy and sell goods (pruHOK)
The market is full of fresh fruit.

38. Street: a road in a city or town (ByyHIIs)
Their house is on Green Street.

39. Road: a long surface for vehicles to travel on (mopora)
The road is very busy today.

40. Bridge: a structure built to cross a river or road (micT)
They walked across the bridge together.

41. Train: a series of connected vehicles that run on rails (motsr)
The train arrives at 9 a.m.

42. Bus: a large vehicle that carries many passengers by road (aBTo0yc)
| take the bus to work every morning.

43. Plane: an aircraft that flies in the sky (;riTak)
Their plane landed late at night.

44. Ship: a large boat used for traveling on water (kopabesb)
The ship sailed across the ocean.

45. Sea: a large body of salt water (Mmope)
We swam in the sea during vacation.

46. River: a large, flowing body of fresh water (pika)
The river runs through the valley.

47. Mountain: a very high hill (ropa)
They climbed the mountain together.

48. Forest: a large area covered with trees (J1ic)
The forest is home to many animals.

49. Tree: atall plant with a trunk and branches (nepeBo)
An apple tree grows in their garden.

50. Flower: a colorful plant bloom (kBiTka)
She gave him a red flower.

51. Animal: a living creature that is not a plant (TBapuHa)

52. Dog: a common domestic animal, often kept as a pet (cobaka)

54. Bird: an animal with wings and feathers that can usually fly (nrax)

55. Fish: an animal that lives and swims in water (puba)

56. Sun: the star that gives light and heat to the earth (conre)

57. Moon: the natural satellite of the earth (micsip)

58. Star: a bright object in the night sky (3ipka)

69. Eye: the organ of sight (oxo)

70. Mouth: the part of the face used for eating and speaking (por)
She opened her mouth to sing.

71. Heart: the organ that pumps blood, also symbol of love (ceprue)
Her heart was beating fast.



72. Mind: the part of a person that thinks and feels (po3ym)
He has a creative mind.

73. Dream: thoughts, images, or emotions during sleep (con, mpis)
Her dream is to become a doctor.

74. Hope: a feeling of expectation and desire (Hazis)
There is still hope for success.

75. Peace: a state without war or violence (Mup)
The world needs peace.

76. War: a conflict between countries or groups (BiiiHa)
The war lasted for many years.

77. Life: the state of being alive (5kuTTs)
Life is full of surprises.

78. Death: the end of life (cmepth)
The story talks about life and death.

79. Health: the condition of a person’s body and mind (310poB’st)

80. Home: the place where someone lives (mim, ocens)
